· St Mary’s Preschool is open Monday-Friday 8.30-2.30 or 3pm Term time only.   
· Session times- 
                8.30am-11.30am- 3 Hours
                           11.30pm-2.30pm-3 Hours /11.30am-3pm-3.5 hours
                           8.30am-2.30pm-6 Hours /8.30am-3pm-6.5 hours
· Your child will be funded for 15 hours or 30 hours if you are eligible a week by the Government the term after your child’s third birthday. 
           This funding is for 38 weeks of the year and split into 3 funding periods.
· Due to the school academic year being 39 weeks a year, it may result in a shortfall of funding. If this happens, you can either pay for the extra hours or your child can have the time off. 
We will notify you termly if this happens to your child.
· 2 year funding is also available if you are eligible; this can be applied for on the government childcare choices website.
· If you would like extra hours the fees are:   
· 2 year olds-£22.50 per 3 hour session.
· 3-4 year olds-£19.50 per 3 hour session.
All money is to be paid via our online payment service.
· Please make sure that you only bring in items that are essential for your child’s day, Lunch, Water bottle, Sun hat, Coat, Nappies/wipes/nappy sacks and a change of clothes. 
· If your child attends the afternoon session or all day, you will need to provide your child with a healthy packed lunch, or alternatively your child can have a hot meal from the main school kitchen at a cost of £3.12 per meal. Menu’s will be provided and an online account for you to pre order and pay for the meal.
· Please note; we are NUT FREE Preschool due to severe nut allergies, so no nuts or nut based products in their packed lunches.
· If your child attends the morning session or all day we will offer a healthy snack daily and a drink of water or milk. Water will always be available throughout the session for your child to help themselves to.
· We ask for your child to have their own named water bottle containing water only, that can be taken home and washed after each session.
· We ask if parents can contribute towards the snack, items we regularly use are: Crackers, Breadsticks, Bread, Soft cream cheese, Hard cheese slices, Cereals such as Cornflakes, Rice Krispies or Cheerios. 
We ask for a weekly £1 voluntary contribution to help us to purchase snack items.
· You will be provided with a termly report to update you on you child’s learning and development and into have a discussion with your child’s key person and the setting manager to discuss their progress and development.
· We have a uniform at St Mary’s Preschool, this is made for us by Kids and Co. All uniform can be purchased directly at the Kids and co shop in Ryde.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]We also have a small selection of preloved uniform at Preschool, this is proceeds at £2 per item. All proceeds go towards Preschool snack/ resources.


It is really important for your child to attend the hours you have agreed with the Preschool, if your child is well. It not only helps to establish routine and consistency, but also for your child to make progress in their learning and development and become independent. Regular attendance helps children to feel confident in themselves and enables them to separate from their parents/carers easily, therefore ready to start their day.
It also helps your child to be ready for starting school.
Please note there is a 4 week notice period required if your child leaves us.
