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This half term we will be focusing on states of matter. We will compare and group materials together, according to whether they are solids, liquids or gases 

We will observe that some materials change state when they are heated or cooled, and measure or research the temperature at which this happens in degrees Celsius (°C)
 
                   Lastly, we will identify the part 
                                  played by evaporation 
   and condensation in the water cycle and associate the rate of evaporation with temperature. 

This half term we will be                 continuing to perfect our fluency           with our times tables, ready for the multiplication check in June!
We will also be using this vital skill to help us with understanding division. 
After we have mastered this, we will move on to learning about geometry and will look at using statistics with our reasoning and problem solving. 

This half term we will be reading:
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and we will be writing a character description and a detailed recount      using these books. We will be     developing our writing skills using determiners, pronouns and adverbial phrases.
