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This half term we will be focusing               on multiplication and division,        including square, cube and                  prime numbers. 
We will then move on to learning about geometry, with a focus on position and direction within problem solving. 
We will also be consolidating our addition and subtraction knowledge using formal written methods and statistics.              

This half term we will be reading:

We will be writing a recount of Shackleton’s amazing journey and a letter using formal language. We will develop our skills of using language for formal speech and applying commas for parenthesis.

This half term we will be focusing on animals including humans, with a focus on describing the changes as humans develop to old age. 

We will be carrying out scientific research to compare the gestational periods of animals and humans. 

We will then move on to starting to understand                      the basic concepts of puberty and how bodies change. 

This term will be making connections between the events of Holy Week, Easter and the liturgical life of the Church. We will develop a detailed understanding of the symbolism of Easter, as well as the beliefs that lie behind it. The story of Lazarus will help us to explore reaction to and the effect of the resurrection. We will also explore The Hindu religion in the multi-faith element of our journey.
