Are you entitled to free school meals? 

If you receive  any of the following, you can claim free school meals and the school can access additional 

funding too!  

 

• Income support 

• Income based jobseekers allowance 

• Income-related employment and support allowance 

• Guaranteed pension credit 

• Support under part 5 of the immigration and asylum Act 1999 

• Universal credit (with an annual net income of no more than £7,400) 

• Child tax credit, provided the parent is not entitled to working tax credit and have an annual       

income, as assessed by HMRC, which does not exceed £16,190. 

• Where a parent is entitled to working tax credit run-on (the payment someone receives for a       

further four weeks after they stop qualifying for working tax credit) 

 

Registering for free school meals could raise and extra £1320 to fund valuable support like extra       

resources, additional teaching staff or after school activities. This is why it is so important to sign up!
